My Bluetooth headphones won’t turn on.

The battery level is too low, charge the headphones.

Why can’t | pair the Bluetooth headphones with
my mobile phone?

The Bluetooth function is not enabled. Make sure
you have enabled the BT function on your mobile
phone first and turn on the mobile phone before the
headphones.

The pairing doesn’t work.

Go to settings on your mobile phone or device (see
section 3 above) and carefully follow the steps. Make
sure you start with your mobile phone first if that is
the device you are paring.

Check to see if the blue LED light is flashing slowly. If
another device, turn on the device, go to settings
and follow the simple instructions under section 3
above.

My mobile phone cannot find the headphones.

The headphones may be connected to a previously
paired device, so turn off the connected device or
move it out of range.
